Implementation Strategies

Title

Transcribe title as it appears on
the source but follow AACR2 rules
on capitalization (i.e., DO NOT use
all capital letters even if that is
what is on the resource, except
for acronyms)

transcribe the statement of
responsibility as it appears on the
source of information

For more than 3 authors,
transcribe the first name and give
bracketed summary about
information not transcribed (e.g.,
Juan de la Cruz [and four others]).

DO NOT include any affiliations,
etc. that are included with the
name



Updating of Old Records
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e add-to-shelf list

e copy catalog from its own records (when
working on a different edition and version of
existing items)

e To allow related items to collocate



Issues and Challenges

Difficulty in interpreting rules in the RDA toolkit

e Preferred to use the PowerPoint presentations provided during the
training-workshop (simpler, easier to understand and follow)

Subscription to toolkit cancelled after 2 years

e Minimal usage

Difficulty in unlearning AACR2

Difficulty in constructing authorized access points

e conferences
e preferred titles for expressions of work




Insights on RDA
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e “take-what-you-see” principle frees them from
remembering so many rules

e Terminologies used are easy to understand (use of Latin
words and abbreviations were discontinued)

e Improves the discovery of library materials
