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Khanty Language

Khanty language (often referred to as Ostyak) comprises together with Mansi (Vogul) the Ob-Ugric
subgroup of the Finno-Ugric branch of Uralic language family. The population is concentrated in Khanty-
Mansijskij and Jamalo-Neneckij autonomous districts of the Tjumen' region. Eastern-most Khanty population
resides in the Tomsk Region. In the northern tundra ecosystem, Khanty are traditional reindeer herders and
fishers, while in the southern taiga swamp ecosystem they are forest hunter-fisher-gatherers (Jordan &
Filchenko 2005, Filchenko 2010 (forthcoming)). The occupational divide (tundra reindeer breeders vs. taiga
hunter-fishers) roughly coincides with dialectal groups: north-western tundra vs. south-eastern taiga.

Based on settlement and occupation patterns, language varieties are traditionally described as river dialects:
Vasyugan, Vakh, Yugan, etc. Western Khanty dialects enjoy better degree of description and continuous
preservation and education attempts. Eastern Khanty dialects are less described and highly endangered, with no
regular native language teaching or native media. The number of speakers steadily reduces placing some of
these dialects in serious threat of extinction within 10-15 years.

Khanty language displays considerable dialectal variation conditioned by a variety of factors, including:
history of population migration and settlement, independent development of dialects,; diverse language contact
(in extent and type of contact languages). Khanty dialectal division into two main dialect clusters: Western

(a.k.a. /xant¥)) and Eastern (a.k.a. /q antoy/) roughly coincides with the tundra-taiga climatic ecosystem- and

occupational division. The dialects comprising the clusters display multifactorial variation. Western vs. Eastern
Khanty are generally described by the speakers as mutually unintelligible or even ‘foreign’ in folk linguistic
taxonomies. Although linguistically these dialect clusters are clearly genetically related varieties of Khanty, the
existing variation is nevertheless, indeed, considerable at all levels of language system organization (Filchenko
2007).

The sphere of scholarly attention has mostly been with the western dialectal group, while in eastern dialects
are sparsely studied with only occasional reference found, mainly serving illustrating typological peculiarities
(Gulya 1966, Kulonen, 1989). The river dialect present herebelow is Vasyugan Khanty, particularly interesting
as it is the least documented and represents reportedly more archaic and richer system (Tereshkin 1961, Gulya
1970, Honti 1985, Kulonen 1989, Decsy 1999). Recent surveys (2008-2010) show that Vasyugan Khanty
effectively has ceased to be used as a means of daily communication, totaling under 20 fluent speakers
distributed along 5 river communities, all older than 50. The number of semi-fluent speakers, capable of
maintaining restricted basic conversations in Khanty does not exceed 30, principally placing these dialects in the
group of languages in the imminent danger of extinction within a single generation (Krauss 1992). Eastern
Khanty undergoes a steady decrease of the functional sphere, reserved primarily for occasional family use, rare
peer communications and extremely rare traditional religion contexts.
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
